government. The predecessor was Baoji University
(undergraduate) founded in 1958, which was halted in 1963
due to the local economic difficulties. In 1875 a branch
school of Shaanxi Normal University was established on the
site of the old Baoji University. In 1978 this branch schoal
became Baoji Teacher's College. However, in 1984 Baoji
University was reestablished and in 1992 Bazoji Teacher's
College and Baoji University merged to become Baoji
University of Arts and Sciences under the ratification of the
former National Education Commission. So far, the
university has trained for the country more than 100,000
various types of specialized personnel.

After 58 years of development, the university is now existing
two campuses, covers an area of 1100 mu,with 18
department and 66 undergraduate majors (teacher
